2) Outreach Partnership Work (in school)
If further support is required, a TDPC ‘Request for Involvement’ will need to be submitted to the email addresses above. If the Request is accepted, a Partnership Agreement Plan will be written, implemented and reviewed every 6 weeks.

Partnership Work usually lasts for 8-10 weeks before closure.
3) In Reach ‘Centre Based’ provision
Short term Partnership Places for KS2-4 students.
Our Centres work firstly with statutory cases (medical or Permanently Excluded students). Partnership Centre Places can only be allocated after the school and TDPC graduated response has been followed and subject to our statutory student numbers in each Centre. 
All Partnership Centre Places come through the half termly Allocations Panel.

1) Advice and Guidance
Following the Advice and Guidance meeting (above), school will receive a written report evidencing any next steps.
